Lee Evans reporting:

o Spoke to Andy from the Medina County Engineer's office concerning the cul-de-sac on Seville

Road. On the drawing it is an offset cul-de-sac (the same as the park put in at the end of

Westfield Landing Road).

I haven't heard any additional information about the lssue I culvert replacement on Kennard

Road. I have had some tree clearing done, which willbe reimbursed with the complete project'

I have gained the easement from the Ludwig's on the north side of the ditch at no cost to the

township. The south side easement will get signed. The property owner was in the hospital.

The start date may be at the end of July 2014 but not sure yet. Trustee Likley asked what size

constitutes a bridge. Lee answered anything over L0 feet. This culvert right now is a 4' concrete

culvert and will be replaced by a 55 inch'

It was mentioned that we have another invoice from the Ohio Railroad Commission for some

preliminary work being done to prepare for gates and lights at the Buffham Road Crossing in the

amount 5L,937. Lee will look at the paper work tomorrow. Sandra mentioned it is in her office

for his review.
