WESTFIELD TOWNSHIP BOARD OF ZONING COMMISSIONERS

REGULAR MEETING 

FEBRUARY 19, 2008

Chairperson Kemp called the regular meeting of the Westfield Township Board of Zoning Commissioners to order at 7:30 p.m. Commission members Primer, Miller, Anderson and Brewer were in attendance. There were 9 audience members also in attendance.

Chairperson Kemp informed the Commission that a motion was needed in order to approve the previous meeting’s minutes. There was one correction by Mr. Miller. He stated at the organizational meeting, he did vote yes for Jill Kemp to be Chairperson of the Zoning Commission for the calendar year 2008 and the minutes stated he voted no. There were no further corrections. Chairperson Kemp entertained a motion to approve the minutes to the Commission’s January 2008 meeting minutes as corrected. Mr. Anderson made a motion to approve the minutes from the Commission’s January 2008 meeting as corrected. Mr. Miller seconded.

ROLL CALL-Anderson-yes, Miller-yes, Kemp-yes. 

OLD BUSINESS

Chairperson Kemp stated that the main reason for this meeting was to introduce the new Commission members. Commission member Heather Bojovic was absent due to personal reasons. Chairperson Kemp stated that she first wanted to discuss old business- signage language. She asked Mr. Anderson and Ms. Brewer if they had a copy of the signage language. They both said yes. Chairperson Kemp stated that this agenda item would be tabled to make sure everyone had a chance to look at it.  

NEW BUSINESS

The Commission had no new business. Mr. Stan Scheetz, who represents Mr. Kratzer, along with potentially five to seven other clients in regards to the rezoning issue, addressed the Commission. He stated that since there are new members on the Commission, he had prepared a packet for each member on his clients proposed project so they could be well informed before a potential work session is scheduled. A new informational packet was given to each new and pre-existing member to be sure that each member had the same information as the other. He informed the Commission that he had a packet for the Trustees and Fiscal Officer as well. Mr. Scheetz stated that he would also like to see a representative from Medina County Planning be present a future work session but Planning would need a formal invitation from the Zoning Commission.  

Mr. Scheetz requested a workshop be scheduled within the next few weeks to discuss the rezoning issue. Chairperson Kemp suggested February 26, 2008 at 7:30 PM. All were able to attend except for Mr. Primer. The Board then suggested the following two days, which were unable to work for all members. Mr. Scheetz suggested Saturday, March 1, 2008, but, once again, not all members were available. The Commission members agreed on Tuesday, March 4, 2008 at the Medina County University Center (Technology Center) due to Election Day. This concluded Mr. Scheetz business.

Mr. Miller stated he had items to put on the agenda for future consideration by the Commission. First was about the text change and map change in that Multi-Family Housing needs to be defined. Mr. Miller continued that the Commission received a letter on 5/14/07 concern in the establishing of a Natural Hazardous Overlay District. He stated he was unsure of what that means, but it was an item that still needed to be addressed. Mr. Miller continued that the Commission also needed to continue working on the establishment of a Riparian Setback Ordinance. Mr. Miller stated he had been receiving some items from the County, including conservation zoning, farmland preservation language, Flood Plain/Riparian Setbacks, and the Lake Road Corridor issues, and that all these items needed to be discussed and decided on as well.  

Chairperson Kemp stated that this concluded the items for this evening, and that she was going to adjourn the meeting. She informed the Commission that after the adjournment, there would be a training session with Mr. Bill Thorne from the Medina County Prosecutor’s Office.  

Having no further business before the Board, the meeting was officially adjourned at 7:52 p.m.
